Co-Curricular Activities (CCAs): Linked to curriculum learning and enrichment 
 
Targeted Activities: Designed for specific talents or interests 
 
Sports Teams: Competitive teams selected through trials where appropriate 
 
Programme and Delivery 
 
ECAs are offered after school and are published termly. Activities are open to pupils subject to availability, 
safeguarding requirements and appropriate supervision. 
 
Events Programme 
 
The school offers assemblies, performances, sports events, cultural celebrations, trips and community 
events to enrich the pupil experience. 
 
National Identity and Culture 
 
Pearl British Academy promotes UAE heritage and values through a range of cultural activities and events, 
fostering pride and understanding. 
 
Inclusion and Wellbeing 
 
All pupils are supported to access ECAs. Reasonable adjustments are made where required. Activities 
promote wellbeing, creativity and engagement. 
 
Safeguarding and Safety 
 
All ECAs and events follow safeguarding policies. Risk assessments, supervision and parental consent are 
required. All activities comply with ADEK regulations.
